3.7 Cranogwen/Garden info boards. Ongoing.  

3.8 Information boards. Ask Nigel Nicholas (coastal path) The one above Carreg Bica has disappeared. Check who made the board on Pen Rhip and maybe we can have them redone.

3.9 Fundraising. Quiz night Thursday 6th November – ask Mike/Sior We could donate to the National Eisteddfod fundraising effort with the proceeds (first one in Cardigan since 1976). 

3.10 Ffynnon Fair. Gate and railings could be installed. It’s about four metres; we’d need four posts and a galvanised gate; around £200. All agreed. 

3.11 (3.13) Outfall pipe. Looks worse than ever. There is a break before Carreg yr Adar. 

3.12 (3.15) Toilets: Meeting organised with the Council on 20th October. Ongoing. Cynyr and Kat to ask Lowri for a letter of complaint. 
3.13 (3.16) River Hawen pollution. Apparently been sorted.  
3.14 (3.18) Bench above Carreg Bica. New bench £220. Could be taken down via the Lochtyn quarry path. Gerry and Sarah have made the site ready. 

3.15 (4.2) Plaque Application. Approved. Installation costs to include a donation to the village. Plaques cost about £100. 

3.16 (4.4) Bench on coastal path looking over Lochtyn island needs a new length of timber on the top.

3.17 (4.5) Christmas Dinner. Ask Mike for a date, check list and produce invitations for next meeting.

3.18 (4.6) Mari Lwyd. We would like to help revive this, involving the youngsters and fundraising.

3.19 (4.7) Free Car Park Field. Gerry and Adrian have filled the large hole in the free car park.
